 Community Grant applications now being accepted 

for the 2012-2013 grant cycle
The promise of the Susan G. Komen for the Cure is to save lives and end breast cancer forever by empowering people, ensuring quality care for all and energizing science to find the cures.    Affiliates of the Komen Foundation represent one of the nation’s largest private funding sources for breast health and breast cancer education, screening, and treatment support programs focused in each affiliate's local area.

The Central New Mexico Affiliate of the Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation, Inc. is currently offering Community Grants for projects which alleviate financial barriers to breast health and cancer education, screening and treatment.  These projects must address services available in Bernalillo, Los Alamos, Sandoval, Santa Fe, Torrance and Valencia Counties. Grants are available for up to one (1) year.

Statement of Need:  The Central New Mexico Affiliate of Susan G. Komen for the Cure has identified the following needs:


Priority 1  Community Grants up to $10,000 which address and improve the practical and 
structural challenges of women in Valencia and Torrance counties along the breast care 
continuum.


Priority 2  Community Grants up to $10,000 which address and improve early screening 
mammography practices among women in Valencia and Torrance counties.


Priority 3  Community Grants up to $50,000 which reduce the barrier of costs for breast 
imaging 
from screening to treatment for women under or uninsured in the service area.


Priority 4  Community Grants up to $20,000 which alleviate financial barriers or cost to 
treatment and support in the service area.


Priority 5  Community Grants up to $20,000 which support breast cancer patients through 
psycho-social support systems specifically designed to improve treatment outcomes and 
survivorship in the service area.

Application deadline is:   January 10, 2012. 

Applications must be postmarked by this date to be accepted.

Guidelines and Instructions for Applicants

	Important Note

Any non-profit organization located within the SERVICE area may apply for a grant from the CNM Affiliate. The Affiliate does not provide funds directly to individuals for screening or treatment.  We do not determine individual eligibility, make referrals, or influence the screening or treatment decisions for the organizations that we fund.  All requests for science research funding should be directed to the Komen Foundation’s Award and Research Grant Program. More information on research funding is available at www.komen.org/grants.




Qualifications:  Applications are accepted from US non-profit institutions. Applicant organizations must be a registered 501(c)(3) providing services in Bernalillo, Los Alamos, Sandoval, Santa Fe, Torrance and Valencia Counties.

Restrictions:

1. Project must be specific to breast health and/or breast cancer; e.g., if a project is a combined breast and cervical cancer project, funding may only be requested for the breast cancer portion.

2. Applicants must be a US non-profit (federally tax-exempt) organization; e.g., non-profit organizations, educational institutions, government agencies, and Indian tribes are eligible.

3. Services must be provided in Bernalillo, Los Alamos, Sandoval, Santa Fe, Torrance and Valencia Counties.
4. Indirect costs (rent, utilities, etc.), if applicable, should be no more than 10% of direct costs.

5. Equipment costs, if applicable, may not exceed 30% of direct costs and should be used exclusively on this project.

6. Salaries, if requested, are for personnel related to this project only and not the general work of employees.

Review:  Completed applications in compliance with these guidelines, will be submitted for grant review by an independent panel of community and professional leaders established through the local grants committee. Review will be completed by March 2012. 

Contracts:  A grant contract will be the legal mechanism for funding.

Grant period:  Grant period begins April 1, 2012 and will conclude on March 31, 2013.

Payment and Reporting:  The first payment will be made no later than thirty (30) days after receipt of the fully executed contract. The first progress report is due at the end of the first six (6) months of the contract. A second payment will be made following determination of adequate progress toward the grant’s goals.  A final report is due within forty-five (45) days of completion of the grant period. Any unspent funds from the grant are to be returned to the affiliate with the final report. 

Letters of support and additional materials:  DO NOT send additional materials (e.g., reprints, complete curriculum vitae or letters of support). These will not be reviewed.

Please do not contact the CNM Affiliate of the Komen Foundation regarding the status of the application during the review period.

Announcement:  Announcement of grants awarded will be made in March 2012. Project directors will be notified of the outcome of the review in writing.

Number of grants to be awarded:  The Affiliate is not an endowed foundation. This means that our giving can fluctuate from year to year. The funding raised during our 2011 fiscal year will be used to make grants for 2012.  No grant applicant is ever guaranteed funding and organizations should not expect to receive continued funding from the CNM Affiliate from year to year.

Applications should include in the following order:

A. Cover Page (Form attached) Note:  Signature of approving institutional personnel, other than project director, required. 

B. Project Description (This section should not exceed five typewritten pages. Font size should be no smaller than a ten-point typeface.) Non-compliant applications will be returned.

Description of other organizations or entities, if any, participating in the Program. If applicable, evidence of collaboration should be included.

Strategies for sustainability of the Program after initial funding.

A review of comparable programs offered in this service area and an explanation of how this program is unique.

10. Definition of success for the Program and how it will be measured. 

11. Use of the Program's results and how they are to be disseminated.

12. Description of how successful grantee will recognize the Central New Mexico Affiliate as a source of funding.

·  Grant requests must comply with page limits/10 point font size as stated above.

·  Excess pages will be removed prior to review. 

·  Submit 10 copies of each application.

·  Applications should be bound by staples or clips only. 

·  Applications transmitted by facsimile or e-mail will not be accepted.
